From determini ng whether industria activities affect the environment, to
showing how amultitude of changes in natural ecosystems are influenced by diverse
factors, environmenta monitoring of biologica systemsis an important concernto a |
biologists.

Environmental monitoring is one of the most chal enging pursuits of the modern age.
This conference will focus on environmental monitoring with emphasis on biologicd
systems. Topics will include:

* environmental effects monitoring (EEM) of industria activities including offshore
development, metal mining, pulp and paper, and tidal power;

» what to measure—parameters, vari ables and techniques,

* terrestrid , freshwater and mari ne systems;
